
 
 
 
 

RULES OF THE FESTIVAL 
 
 
 

Article 1. 
 
The International Festival of Animated Film "Constantine’s gold coin" is organized to promote 
cultural creativity of national and foreign authors. Festival is organized by “SCF 98” and 
Association for youth "ANIMA NIŠ". 
 

Article 2. 
 
It is envisaged that the festival lasts for five days, from 22nd to 26th July, 2019. 
 

Article 3. 
 
The right to participate in the Festival have all animated films made after 1st January 2017 
regardless of the technology, and according to age of authors will be classified into two 
categories: 

 Student - authors from 16 to 26 years; 
 Senior - adult filmmakers. 

 
Acceptable are all animation techniques, including combinations with live action and 
documentary, but over 50% of the production must be animated. The films with erotic character 
are not acceptable. 
The maximum duration of the submitted film is 20 minutes. 
 

Article 4. 
 
The deadline for electronic submissions is the 29th March 2019. 
Electronic applications should be sent to the email: scf98@ptt.rs. 
The deadline for film submission is the 2nd April 2019, electronically (over service for file transfer 
– dropbox, sendspace, wetransfer…) 
Movies are sent in PAL formats. 
 
 



 
Article 5. 

 
The selection of film performs the Selection Committee, which will consist of prominent 
animators and cultural workers of Nis. 
All registered producers will be notified of the selection results on 10th May 2019. 
 

Article 6. 
 
Judging movies - best selection will be done by an international jury, which will include 
prominent entertainers and domestic film authors. 
 

Article 7. 
 
Festival organizers on decision of the jury will award the following prizes: 

 First Prize for both category, which consists of a statue, a diploma and a golden coin 
with the image of Emperor Constantine, 

 Second Prize for both category, which consists of a statue and a diploma, 

 Third Prize for both category, which consists of a statue and a diploma, 

 Grand Prix of the Festival for the best film, which consists of a statue, a diploma and a 
large gilded coin with the image of Emperor Constantine. 

 
Article 8. 

 
The authors of submitted films have agreed with: 

 films are shown at the festival, 

 the sequences of 30 seconds from films can be displayed in the television report that 
promote the festival, 

 awarded films, as part of the festival's promotion, can also be shown in reprise terms in 
other places of the region.
